Is not this the carpenter, the son of Mary and brother of James
and Joses and Judas and Simon, and are not his sisters here with us?”” And they took offense
at him.

So they went out and proclaimed that all should repent. They cast out many demons, and
anointed with oil many who were sick and cured them.
